Offering and Intercessions 

 In this holy moment—with the consecrated bread and 
wine, the Body and Blood of Christ, upon the altar—we pray 
for a share in the fruits of Christ’s sacrifice. We offer to God 
what God has given to us, and we intercede for the Church and 
the world. We pray for the pope and for all the bishops, and we 
mention the bishop of our local church by name. We pray for 
the clergy and for all the people of God. We pray in a special 
way for those who have died. And we pray for ourselves, that 
one day, with Mary and all the saints, we may come to that 
place where Jesus already reigns. These prayers of intercession, 
like the General Intercessions earlier in the Mass, broaden our 
focus and remind us that the Eucharist is offered not just for 
those gathered, but for the salvation of the entire world. The 
Eucharistic Prayer leads us from an intense focus on Christ, 
present in the consecrated host in the hands of the priest, to a 
loving sweep of prayer that embraces the world.
