FEAST OF FAITH
Remembering

When Jesus broke the bread on the night before he died,
he told his disciples, “do this in memory of me” (Luke 22:19).
Christians have been faithful to that solemn command. Our
eucharistic remembering is not nostalgia, nor is it merely his-
torical, recalling events and facts of long ago. In the liturgy,
remembering is action. “Do this,” Jesus said. In the Eucharist,
we remember by doing. And as we remember, the sacrifice of
Jesus is renewed, truly made present, no longer then, but now.

After the consecration, each of the Eucharistic Prayers
includes a section called the anamnesis, a Greek word that
means “remembering.” In this part of the prayer, “the Church,
fulfilling the command that she received from Christ the Lord
through the Apostles, keeps the memorial of Christ, recalling
especially his blessed Passion, glorious Resurrection, and
Ascension into heaven” (General Instruction of the Roman
Missal, 79¢). We pause and call to mind the whole paschal
mystery, Christ’s dying and rising. “We celebrate the memory
of his death and resurrection” (Eucharistic Prayer for Recon-

ciliation II). Obeying Christ’s command, we remember.

EL MESIAS ANUNCIADO

El relato de hoy sobre la curacion de un sordo y tartamudo es un buen ejemplo de lo mu-
cho que contiene la descripcion de un simple milagro. La palabra griega mogilalos aparece
solamente aqui en todo el Nuevo Testamento. Es un término técnico que se refiere a alguien
que es tartamudo. También se utiliza una sola vez en todas las Escrituras judias, en el pasaje
que leemos hoy en la primera lectura de Isaias. Es evidente que, por su seleccion de esta pre-
cisa palabra Marcos quiere que reconozcamos que lo que Jesus esta haciendo es el cumpli-
miento de lo que Isaias habia profetizado siglos antes. De hecho, Marcos quiere que reconoz-
camos que Jesus es el Mesias anunciado por Isaias y otros profetas judios de la antigiiedad.

La palabra effeta, “abrete”, que se utiliza para describir la curacidon de la voz del hombre,
es otro ejemplo de una sutil alusion a una profecia anterior. Esta vez la profecia a la que se
refiere es de Ezequiel, cuando anuncia que en la era mesianica, ““se abrira tu boca para ha-
blar” (24:27). La compleja sutileza de la narracion de Marcos se manifiesta mas aiin cuando
nos damos cuenta de que hay multiples capas dentro de una sola referencia. Marcos no so6lo
llama nuestra atencion al pasado profético de Israel, sino también nos sefiala la practica de
iniciacion de sus contemporaneos al mencionar tales cosas como la saliva, el contacto con las
orejas y el uso de la palabra effeta, elementos todos que eran parte del rito del Bautismo du-
rante la primera Iglesia.
